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PARTNERSHIP MATTERS

The following background information pertains to the “Partnership Matters” agenda item for the CG meeting.  

Steering Committee Membership Rotation
The composition and terms of reference for a five member Steering Committee was established during the December 2000 meeting of the CG in Rome.  During the November 2005 meeting of the CG in Marrakesh, it was decided that, in view of the new members who have joined the Cities Alliance, membership on the Steering Committee would increase from five to six members, with one of the Alliance’s newer members to serve as the sixth Committee member. A decision is needed on the replacements for Norway and Brazil, whose two-year terms expires at the end of 2007.

The Steering Committee will have executive functions as described in the following Steering Committee Terms of Reference:
i. 
approval of the Terms of Reference of Secretariat staff members

ii. 
approval of nomination of staff positions

iii. 
scrutiny of the Secretariat budget, and reporting of this to the CG meetings, together with recommendations for when the funding of this budget should be derived from the Cities Alliance Core Budget

iv. 
guidance to the Secretariat on policy matters and overall direction (bearing in mind guidance from the CA Policy Advisory Board)

v. 
recommendation for approval or rejection of project proposals to the CG on the basis of Secretariat and independent review prior to CG decisions (para 18, Annex I of the Charter).

Policy Advisory Board Membership Rotation
At the 2004 CG meeting in São Paulo, the PAB proposed to begin rotation of its members in 2005, with two members rotating each year, so as to have all original PAB members rotated by 2008. That process commenced, with two original members rotating off and two new members nominated and appointed each year.  The composition of the PAB is:

The current TOR of the PAB follows:

Policy Advisory Board - Terms of Reference
As established in the Cities Alliance Charter
The Policy Advisory Board (PAB) will provide guidance to the Consultative Group on key strategic and policy issues, and in supporting the implementation of Cities Alliance activities.  Membership shall be drawn from preeminent urban experts in each region, and would include representatives of non-governmental and community-based organizations, the private sector, as well as the secretariats and/or programs of associations of local authorities.  Responsibilities of the PAB will also include:

providing advice on specific issues related to city development strategies and scaling-up slum upgrading; 

(b)
reviewing and commenting on the Cities Alliance strategy as reflected in draft annual work programs prepared by the Secretariat; 

(c)
facilitating the engagement of local authority networks in building capacity to sustain and replicate the work of the Cities Alliance; and 

(d)
evaluating the impact of the Cities Alliance work program through ex-post evaluation of selected activities.
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
