A RICH PRODUCTION 
 

> 3 teams of 7 professionals working full time during 

15 days = a huge and varied production of illustrated 

and argued proposals. 

 

> A production combining sectoral approaches in a 

comprehensive strategy of urban development, with 

identification of projects with strong lever  effect. 

 

> A creative production “beyond usual frameworks”, 

because participants are volunteers and not 

contemplating any bid.  



A TRANSVERSAL GATHERING  
 

> There is not one solution nor one expertise, different 

strategies are proposed and further discussed by the jury.  

 

> The jury is chaired by the Mayor -with whom there is a 

constant learning process-, so as to highlight his role in 

defining a vision to be shared.  

 

> A Committee of Local Partners gathering social and 

economic actors is set from the beginning so as to enhance 

a process of co-production an exchange.  

 

> In the jury : the direct partners of the urban development 

of the city (State, Agencies, Institutions, Funders…) so as to 

associate them in the possible implementation  of projects, 

and other Mayors and cities facing similar problems.
